	Virologic Surveillance
	NREVSS:  For week 20, hospital labs (14/25 reporting this week) participating in the National Respiratory and Enteric Virus Surveillance System (NREVSS) performed 69 influenza tests; 1 was positive for influenza; it was an influenza B. 
Georgia Public Health Laboratory:  87 specimens have been tested for influenza at the state lab this flu season.  56 have been identified as influenza A H3, 17 have been identified as influenza A H1, 6 have been identified as influenza A and 8 have been identified as influenza B. 
The following strains have been characterized by CDC this season:
· 6 H1 viruses were identified as 
A/Solomon Islands/03/2006-Like (H1N1)
· 6 H3 viruses were identified as 
A/Wisconsin/67/2005-Like (H3N2)

	Two pediatric deaths were reported to CDC this season.  One child also had MRSA pneumonia.

	Outbreaks
	20 outbreaks have been reported this flu season.  16 were in long-term care facilities, 3 were in schools and 1 was in a place of business.
2 hospitals reported operating under the Incident Command System (ICS) this influenza season either due to a surge in patients with influenza-like illness or due to employee absenteeism (ill with respiratory illness).

	RSV surveillance through the National Respiratory and Enteric Viral Surveillance System (NREVSS)
	Week 41 signaled the beginning of RSV season in Georgia.  The Georgia Division of Public Health recognizes the onset of the RSV season when at least 50 percent of the laboratory reporting sites meet or exceed the facility threshold level for two consecutive weeks. The facility threshold level is met when the laboratory reports at least 10 percent tests positive for the reporting week.  Currently, there are over 25 hospital laboratories throughout Georgia that report RSV data to NREVSS.

	WHO is recommending that vaccines for use in the 2008-2009 influenza season (northern hemisphere winter) contain the following:
· an A/Brisbane/59/2007 (H1N1)-like virus;
· an A/Brisbane/10/2007 (H3N2)-like virus;*
· a B/Florida/4/2006-like virus.#
* A/Brisbane/10/2007 is a current southern hemisphere vaccine virus.
# B/Florida/4/2006 and B/Brisbane/3/2007 (a B/Florida/4/2006-like virus) are current southern hemisphere vaccine viruses.
