· This workshop is a prelude to the National CPS Certification Training Program.

· “Keeping Kids Safe” is NOT a certification class for CPS.
· The class prepares participants to provide education to parents and administer CPS events in accordance with their agencies’ guidelines.

 Benefits

· Health care providers will learn how critical their role is in promoting CPS.
· Participants will learn to become more effective CPS advocates and educators.
· Course participants will enhance their knowledge of the resources available
     for CPS, including information sources, materials and public assistance.
· The course encourages nurses to take a more active role in extending their agencies’ or hospitals’ guidelines and policies to include CPS.
 Workshop Length

· The CPS Training is a 4-hour or 6-hour training program.

 Workshop Objectives

· Explain the role of health care providers in CPS advocacy
· Explain the role of health care providers in community education
· Identify the types of child restraints – including car bed and their parts
· Identify the type of child restraints that is appropriate for a child’s age, weight and physical tolerance
· Identify correct use and some of the serious misuses of child restraints
· Recognize that installation of a child restraint in the car is the parent’s responsibility
