Strategies to achieve community-level change

Provide information:  Workshops, seminars, or other presentations of data & information (e.g., public service announcements, brochures, billboards, community meetings, forums, Web-based communication).
Examples:


Enhance skills:  Activities that will help participants increase their skills to plan and implement prevention strategies (e.g., SPF training, technical assistance, distance learning, strategic planning retreats).

provide support:  Creating opportunities for others to participate in activities that reduce their risk for problem behaviors (e.g., providing drug-free activities, mentoring, referrals, support groups, clubs).

enhance access/reducing barriers:   Making it easier for people to understand and access services that improve their wellbeing (e.g., assuring healthcare, childcare, transportation, housing, justice, education, safety, special needs, cultural and language sensitivity).

change consequences (incentives/disincentives): Increasing desirable behaviors or decreasing undesirable behaviors by changing the consequences for that behavior (e.g., Incentives: give recognition or rewards for positive behaviors.  Disincentives: increase taxes or product costs; give citations, fines, or a loss of privileges for engaging in an undesirable behavior).

physical design:  Changing the physical design or structure of the environment to reduce risk factors or increase safety (e.g., parks, landscapes, signage, sidewalks, speed bumps, lighting).
